One can see small holes front
and back which were for depth pins, the horn at the front is
for someone to pull the plane as is the hole at the toe
which allows a rope to be used. This is thought to be a non
adjustable plane because the single skate appears to need
a locating track.

Also two holes
which are for the posts
of the adjustable fence
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The Sunday trip home involved a navigation exercise to find
the farm of one of our country members, Peter. Again the
cake was great but a farm yard has the ability to spread old
machines and vehicles over acres.
